Gallerie Citi proudly presents At the Edge, featuring a dichotomy of understated minimalism and reduction of color juxtaposed with a vibrant jois de vivre. The provocative and poetic exhibition features new work from four Bay Area artists and includes large-scale mixed media painting, photography, works on paper, and sculpture. 

With only the essential ingredients included in John Casado’s sparse and enigmatic photographic images, we are allowed the pleasure of our own interpretation. Two photographs, “Muppet” (small dog) and “Bundi” (the Swahili word for night owl), are premiering in this special exhibition.
Frédéric Choisel — in his first US exhibition since leaving the Bay Area in 2013, for Paris, France — invites viewers to delight in his latest abstract urban paintings that reflect the cities of the Bay Area and the City of Light, which express as well his faith in returning to his European home to start anew after 27 years abroad.
John Goodman’s thickly painted faces, abstract and figurative ink drawings, and wax and terra cotta sculptures delve into the mysterious subconscious. The work is charged with intensity and imbued with an elegant formality that, like a siren sounding in the distance, brings our senses to full attention. 

John Warren Travis’s mixed media paintings reflect San Francisco as both a place and an entity. “Dancing with the Grateful Dead” dazzles nostalgically, while “The Grasses of Chrissy Fields” and “Coasting Down to Twilight” reflect the Bay Area’s natural beauty and remind us why we chose to live here.
